Every paragraph should be indented a quarter inch (not a half inch), fully justified, with examples whenever you want:

Following paragraphs should not skip lines.

2. Size of pictures (all section headings in 10-point bold, left-justified)

Make sure diagrams and pictures do not extend beyond the margins of the page. Make sure diagrams do not contain absurdly small type or important details that might get lost by slight blurring.

3. Miscellaneous details (use a 5-point blank line between section and subsection headings as shown here between the 3 and 3.1 headings)

3.1. Deadline (sub-section headings also in 10-point bold)

Papers must be received by the deadline (July 10, 2001).
